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Guidelines for Specialist in Land Condition Registration (SiLC)

1. Introduction

The SiLC register was designed to support the use of the Land Condition Record (LCR), launched by the Urban Task Force in 1999 and to recognise the skills of those working in the broader land condition sector.
A registered SiLC is a senior practitioner/professional who has a broad awareness, knowledge and understanding of land condition issues and can give impartial and professional advice in their field of expertise. A SiLC is competent to verify the accuracy of a completed LCR.

The SiLC Professional and Technical Panel (PTP)
 comprise representatives from professional bodies. The PTP develops and implements the registration process and is the ruling committee for individual registrations.  The Construction Industry Research and Information Association (CIRIA) administers the scheme. 
2. SiLC Criteria
A SiLC will have an awareness of the roles of individuals working in land condition across the range of professional bodies that make up the PTP and other related professions (e.g. legal professions). A SiLC should: 
1. Be able to demonstrate a thorough knowledge of their particular area of expertise

2. Be able to demonstrate awareness and some understanding of other relevant fields and professions required in land management 

3. Be able to demonstrate objective judgement in information and data management

4. Be able to communicate well and manage effective interaction between interested parties 
5. Show familiarity, understanding and ability to complete of all sections of the LCR
6. Know and demonstrate a willingness to comply with all sections of the Code of Practice (Appendix 1).
3. Eligibility

An applicant must be able to demonstrate:
· 8 years minimum, suitable work experience after graduation 
· Membership of a professional body at an appropriate level (see Appendix 2).
4. Registration Process

The SiLC registration process has three stages. A candidate must be successful at all three stages to become a registered SiLC.

4.1 Stage 1: Application Form
The guidance for completing the application form is in Appendix 3 and the application form is in Appendix 4.

The application includes:

· academic qualifications, suitable background experience; 
· a certificate of membership of a relevant professional body; and 
· a reference.
Completed application forms can be forwarded to the CIRIA at any time.  Candidates who meet the eligibility criteria are provided with an assessment at next round of assessments. Candidates may defer to another assessment round, free of charge if they notify the CIRIA before the start date for the written test. Only one free deferral is permitted per candidate.

4.2 Stage 2: SiLC Question Paper and Individual Written Submission

4.2.1 The Question Paper
It is estimated that 2-4 days work is required to complete this stage. Candidates have four weeks to prepare their answers and written submissions. 

· There are two parts to the exam paper; Part 1 is completion or partial completion of an LCR for a given site; and Part 2 comprises two questions.  One question tests understanding of the LCR and the second is a general question about land condition. 
· There are two assessments each year (on pre-set dates). The applicant will be sent an email with web link to the exam documents 
· Answer papers and the Individual Written Submission must be returned on, or before, a specified date. The CIRIA does not accept responsibility for non-delivery of returned papers
· If candidates do not receive the email notification or are unable to access the web link they must notify the CIRIA immediately as extensions to the return date will not be given
· Non-return of answer papers will result in a fail result for the candidate and a full application fee and assessment would be required
The SiLC assessment is based on the LCR and candidates must be able to:

· show familiarity and understanding of all sections of the Land Condition Record in written completion and verbally at the interview

· describe the contents and completion of each section of the LCR

· describe the uses of the Land Condition Record - this should include those set out within the document

· interpret information contained in the LCR and give advice to landowners and other suitable parties based on this interpretation
· present an accurate, well written paper, within the word limit 
4.2.2 The Individual Written Submission

It is estimated that one day of work is required to prepare the Individual Written Submission (IWS).  The IWS should be 1200 - 1400 words long (including any bullets, footnotes, figures, tables, examples etc).  ‘Words’ will be taken as those counted by a word processing word count tool.
The purpose of the IWS is to give Assessors an understanding of the breadth and depth of the applicant’s knowledge and for applicants to demonstrate written communication skills.
· The IWS should cover the criteria provided below. It should be about the candidate, not the organisation.
· The IWS should be submitted at the same time as the completed LCR Question Paper, but can be written at any time.

IWSs may include the following:

· demonstrate a thorough knowledge of your own field in relation to the LCR

· demonstrate awareness and some understanding of other relevant fields and connected professions 

· demonstrate objective judgement in information and data management

· communicate well

· manage effective interaction between clients and other interested parties

· know and comply with all sections of the Code of Practice (Appendix 1)

When writing the IWS the candidate should include the following information.

1. How might the LCR be used in, or affect, your own work, and where might it lead to improvements in dealing efficiently and effectively with land?

2. What is the role of your own profession in dealing with brownfield sites, and how does this relate to other professions? Your broad knowledge of other professions should be demonstrated. (You might give information regarding your role in a multi-disciplinary team project for example).

3. How you remain up to date with developing technical and regulatory changes in dealing with brownfield sites.

4. The skills in land condition that you have employed and what you have learned, with particular emphasis on ensuring quality, demonstrated by detailed reference to one or more projects.

5. The relevance of the SiLC Code of Practice to your overall work activities and personal development.

A candidate may be asked at any time to provide evidence of recent CPD log sheets to support their application.
4.3 Peer Interview

The interview is part of the assessment process.  In the event of a poor or incomplete submission, or an excess word count, the Assessors have the right to refuse interview and the candidate would fail the assessment. 

The Peer Interview is audio recorded and held at the CIRIA.  No copies will be provided to either the candidate or the Assessors involved. 
The audio recording is destroyed at the same time as the destruction of the written answer papers (approximately 6 months after interview). Recordings are only heard by members of the PTP, or Assessor panel, if required for clarification of a query arising from the assessment.

The interview process is outlined below.

· It is a 60 minute face to face interview with two Assessors 
· Candidates should re-read their application materials and the SILC Code of Practice prior to their interview

· Candidates may bring a copy of their application materials to their interview 

· A representative from the CIRIA or SiLC PTP professional body will record the interview 
· A verbal summary should be provided by the candidate (5 minutes) on how they reached their current position and any additional information since making an application 
· A silent observer may be present for SiLC Assessor training purposes 
· The names of the Assessors are not provided to candidates prior to the interview
· Interview questions will cover:

· potential weaknesses identified from the exam and IWS
· the Code of Practice 
· broader subjects and, or, recent developments appropriate to the profession
· Candidates will be notified of the assessment result in writing. Candidates may like to use any feedback given in planning their own Continuing Professional Development

· Results are not issued by telephone
· Candidates must not contact or communicate with the examiners after the assessment.  All contact/communication should be undertaken through the CIRIA.
· Appeals are only accepted if the Appeals procedure is adhered to. Candidates should read the Appeal Procedure before the assessment starts, see www.silc.org.uk . 
· Under normal circumstances,  the candidate will not be allowed to change the date of the interview.

· In exceptional cases e.g. of illness (and submitted doctor’s note) or extreme circumstances (assessed by the PTP) candidates may postpone their interview. An administration fee may apply. Candidates must be interviewed within one year of completing the exam. Candidates who do not attend the next interview arranged and wish to proceed towards SiLC registration will be required to repeat the full process and pay the full fee again

5. Continuing Registration Assessment

Registrants are required to sign a declaration to state that they comply with their professional body requirements regarding CPD (see Appendix 5). 
· The SiLC PTP may request to see log sheets at any time
· CPD log sheets may be copies of those submitted by a SiLC to their own professional body. Entries relevant to SiLC registration should be highlighted.
· CPD log sheets may be copies that the SiLC maintains specifically with regard to SiLC registration. A template is available on the website.
The PTP reserve the right to reassess any registrant after five years.
6. Fees

For current fees please refer to the SiLC website, or contact the Membership Team at the CIRIA.  Frequently asked questions about fees are answered in the list below.

· The application fee includes the first year’s registration, this is not refundable
· Candidates who are unsuccessful, or choose to suspend their application will not receive a refund 

· Candidates who have deferred their application before the question paper has been made available to candidates will not be asked to pay a further fee 
· Deferred candidates must register for an assessment within one year of making their initial application or pay the full fee to reapply
· In the event of illness during the written assessment, the candidate must provide a doctor’s note to show an extended period of illness before a free deferral is considered 
· In the event of illness (and submitted doctor’s note) or extreme circumstances (assessed by the PTP) candidates may postpone their interview. An administration fee may apply. Candidates must be interviewed within one year of completing the exam. Candidates who do not attend the next interview arranged and wish to proceed towards SiLC registration will be required to repeat the full process and pay the full fee again
· The CIRIA reserves the right to withhold registration if payment is not received
Appendix 1 Code of Practice

The Code of Practice is designed to ensure the commitment of individuals to the aims and objectives of SiLC, which are to:

· continuously improve the competence of land condition practitioners

· establish, enhance and uphold the land condition professions’ reputation

A Specialist in Land Condition will:

1. Uphold and promote the integrity of their profession.

2. Exercise honesty, diligence and impartiality in their professional work.

3. Seek to understand and comply with all legislation/standards in the country in which they are practising.

4. Not allow conflict of interests to influence their professional decisions and judgement, make all bodies concerned aware of such conflicts.

5. Not accept anything of value from clients, employers or third parties which could be thought to influence their professional judgement.

6. Continually work to maintain and improve their knowledge using a combination of training and practical work and give reasonable assistance to candidates wishing to enter the profession.

7. Maintain and enhance levels of proficiency, both individually and throughout the profession.

8. When giving advice, make suitable persons aware of the potential consequences and alternatives.

9. Acknowledge their limitations of competence and not undertake any work which he/she knows is beyond their professional capability.

10. Ensure all information given to and contained within the land condition record is, to the best of their knowledge, correct and accurate.

11. Not endorse any information or declarations from clients or third parties that they cannot verify as accurate and true.

12. Endeavour to uphold and enhance the reputation of the register.

Appendix 3 Guidance for completing the SiLC Application Form

1.0 General requirements for submission are listed below.

· Use black ink

· Complete all sections of the form in full to avoid delay in assessment

· Make further copies of pages if required

· Do not bind, or use a file for application forms

· Return three copies of each submission document (other than original reference and fee)

2.0 A two-page summary CV is required. 

· List all suitable work experience in chronological order

· Provide a brief description of the employer’s company activities

· State your job title, role and outline your responsibilities and the activities / projects in which you took part. Verifications may be taken from either projects listed, or previous employers

Suitable experience could include, but is not limited to,, a selection from the list below. These topics are also suitable for interview questions to test a candidate’s breadth of knowledge.

· Remediation evaluation, design, implementation

· Risk assessments and geotechnical/chemical/geochemical/hydrogeological site investigation (phase 1 & 2) and analysis

· Policy, strategy, regulation and research related to land contamination and land transfer

· Planning related to land contamination and land transfer

· Land property and construction issues relating to contaminated land and the sale and transfer of land that may be contaminated

3.0 Personal Details

· A candidate is required to complete both business and private sections, indicating the address they would like correspondence to be sent to. 

· Sign and date the declaration.

4.0 Academic Qualifications and Training Requirements (Application Form, Section 1).
· Complete this section in chronological order

· Attach 3 photocopies of relevant academic certificates, (not training attended certificates).  Please do not send originals as information submitted as part of the application is not returned

5.0 Membership of Professional Bodies (Application Form, Section 2).

Applicants  are required to have achieved their professional body membership in order to apply for SiLC registration.
· Applicants who have membership of a professional body not on the list should contact the CIRIA
· Please attach three photocopies of certificates/proofs of membership with the application. Please do not send originals as information submitted as part of the application is not returned

6.0 Project Log (Application Form, Section 3).

The project log sheet should detail either the last suitable ten projects undertaken by the candidate, or the projects completed by the candidate in the last two years to demonstrate recent suitable experience.

· Suitable projects/activities should be listed in chronological order

· The candidate must provide a concise description of their role in the project/activity, and not just describe the project alone

· The candidate must provide full contact details for verification sources cited

· The CIRIA reserves the right to contact verification sources for projects that have been cited and to contact previous employers for verification of work stated

· Please note in accordance with client confidentiality agreements, the CIRIA does not ask for the results or reports from the individuals stated. The CIRIA checks that the projects were carried out by the applicant and that the applicant’s role and job description were as stated

7.0 Reference (Application Form, Section 4).

Candidates should include two sealed [by the referee] original references with the application form. These should be from clients or third party source, be specific to SiLC Registration, on headed paper and include an original signature and the referee’s job title. 

The references should detail:

· project/s the applicant has undertaken

· the referee’s role in these projects

· the applicant’s responsibilities

· the referee’s opinion of the quality of the applicant’s work

· any further comments suitable to the application.

8.0 Declaration (Application Form, Section 5).

· Sign and date the declaration.

9.0 Public SiLC Register.

All candidates should indicate in Section 5 if they would like their details adding to the SiLC public register when qualified.  The details listed on the register include contact details and a summary of skills and project work. The register is available to view on the SiLC website www.silc.org.uk .

Appendix 5 SiLC CPD Guidance and Declaration Form
Introduction

It is a requirement for those individuals registered as SiLC to be proactive with their Continuing Professional Development (CPD). To support those who are registered, the following guidance on CPD has been developed by the SiLC Professional and Technical Panel (PTP).

The need for CPD 

Land condition is a wide-ranging discipline and is continuously developing.  The SiLC PTP recognises that development in professional knowledge and skills is essential.  It is important that those individuals on the SiLC register maintain their credibility and are able to demonstrate that their knowledge, understanding and skills are maintained, developed and updated; this can be achieved through a variety of activities.  

Demonstration of CPD is a requirement of the SiLC Code of Practice. It is a useful tool to use to identify and prioritise future development needs for the following year and evaluate achievements made in the previous year.  Point six of the SiLC Code of Practice states that SiLC will:
“continually work to maintain and improve their knowledge using a combination of training and practical work; and give reasonable assistance to candidates wishing to enter the profession.”

CPD Requirements

All registered SiLC are required to sign a declaration with regard to CPD, the declaration is attached to this guidance. 

Maintenance of professional body membership is a requirement for an individual to remain registered as a SiLC. The majority of SiLC have a professional body requirement for CPD submission and this may be used for SiLC CPD submission when requested. 

· Log sheets of CPD may be submitted in any format. 

· Those sections of the CPD submission that are relevant to SiLC Criteria should be highlighted. 

· Additional logs may be added that are specific to the SiLC Criteria as required. 

For those SiLC who have no official requirement, or whose professional body does not provide a CPD record sheet, a SiLC CPD form is available from the CIRIA.
It is advisable to have an electronic record of CPD for ease of maintenance.

The CPD log should be updated regularly. The PTP will use a system of random viewing of CPD log sheets. SiLC are encouraged to keep evidence of CPD (where appropriate) or verification sources (where appropriate) as this may be requested during a review.

The guidelines are designed to provide direction and guidance for registered SiLC and are not prescriptive. A registered SiLC is expected to be proactive and develop an individual CPD plan. 

The SiLC PTP has not set a minimum level of CPD (in terms of hours) for SiLC, or set up a system of allocating points for any CPD undertaken.  

What to include in a CPD submission when requested

· Log of maintaining and improving knowledge and understanding – with particular consideration to the SiLC criteria.
· Log (where applicable) of completing LCR and promoting use of the LCR.
· Log of the application of knowledge and understanding relevant to land condition across the range of professions involved.
· Log of use of communication skills, internal and external.
· Log (where appropriate) of assistance to candidates entering the profession.

SiLC are encouraged to develop a CPD plan. Qualities that may be included:

· Specific technical knowledge and or skills, especially those outside the remit of usual work (for example, a Chartered Geologist may need to further develop understanding of the role of Chartered Surveyors and vice versa)

· Knowledge of relevant new legislation

· Management techniques

· Problem solving

· Communication skills

· Leadership / management skills

Developing a CPD Plan

· Set objectives with a realistic challenge and target levels to achieve.
· Choose a preferred method of learning (or combination).
· Include SiLC Criteria requirements (e.g. keeping up to date with the LCR).
· Reflect on activities and evidence of skills acquisition.
· Identify personally suitable potential subjects and qualities as suggested above.

Contributions to CPD

Below is a list of examples that may contribute towards CPD if undertaken in relevant subject areas.  The list provides examples, but is not exhaustive.  If you are unsure whether or not an activity will be deemed relevant please include it.

· Seminar, conference or workshop attendance and skills gained

· Attendance at SiLC Introduction days

· Presenting at SiLC Introduction Days or Assessor days

· Training courses undertaken

· In-house training

· Distance Learning programmes

· Presentations 

· Lecturing on an aspect of contaminated land on an MSc course

· Team work / leadership

· Voluntary work in support of a suitable area

· Involvement in working groups/focus groups/forums/panels (including CIRIA)

· Development of skills or knowledge through work-based activities. Reading relevant journals / magazines

· Networking

· Providing training / tutoring / lecturing

· Writing papers and articles

· Technical Meetings/briefings/presentations

Requirement for Submission of CPD Logs

SiLC are required to submit a CPD log when requested by the SiLC PTP.  The SiLC PTP recognises that circumstances arise where SiLC may be unable to submit logs of CPD, e.g. illness, career break and maternity leave.  In these circumstances the SiLC PTP will review the application for exemption and in certain circumstances the requirement for CPD may be waived for a specified period of time.  Exemptions will be considered on a case by case basis.  Requests for an exemption should be made in writing to the CIRIA.  The SiLC PTP will review submissions and the CIRIA will contact those who have not submitted evidence of CPD when requested.  Failure to submit evidence of CPD on request may result in SiLC registration being revoked
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Self Declaration of Continuing Professional Development
